LENT BEGINS WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 25,  
WITH PANCAKES AND ASH WEDNESDAY SERVICE 

 

     The Christian season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 25. Lewisville Church 
will begin our observance with a traditional Pancake Supper (sponsored by our Missions 
Committee), starting at  6:00 pm in the fellowship hall.   

     Why pancakes? Lent is a time for fasting, self denial and repentance. The three days before Lent (that 
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday) are known as “Carnival,” which comes from a Latin phrase meaning 
"removal of meat." They are also known as Shrovetide ("shrove" is an Old English word meaning "to  
repent"). The Tuesday just before Ash Wednesday is called Shrove Tuesday, or is more popularly known 
by the French term Mardi Gras, meaning "Fat Tuesday." Since fasting is a part of many traditions during 
Lent, it became the custom to eat as much “fat” as possible before you started fasting during Lent. Since 
during Lent, when only the plainest foods may be eaten, all of your rich ingredients (such as butter, eggs, 
milk, and cream) were to be disposed of immediately prior to the start of Lent.  Pancakes (English) and 
doughnuts (French) were therefore an efficient way of using up these perishable goods. So...we will have 
pancakes. 
     After the Pancake Supper, we go to the Sanctuary for our Ash Wednesday Ser-
vice at 7:00 pm.  The whole family can attend this service that will help us learn 
more and start the Lenten season in a meaningful way. The service will include the 
imposition of ashes. This means that palm leaf ashes are placed on our foreheads 
in the shape of a cross, to remind us that we are mortal, “from ashes to ashes,” and 
that we need to repent and get right with God before it is too late. The cross  
reminds us of the good news that through Jesus Christ crucified there is forgive-
ness for all sins. JOIN US on Ash Wednesday as we start our observance of Lent.

     On Feb. 25 we embark on a journey called Lent. Lent is a time 
for us to reflect on our relationship with God and to make sure that 
we are close to Him. Now, in order to do that we need some help. 
So, during Lent we pay extra special attention to the sacrificial life 
and ministry of Jesus and His call for us to live sacrificially for 
Him. We recall how He gave His life for us on the cross and how 
He continues to call us to give our lives to Him. The question for us 
is “What are we willing to sacrifice or ‘give up’ for Him?” That’s 
why in many church traditions persons are urged to “give something 

up for Lent.” Basically you “sacrifice” or give up something that is meaningful or valuable to you, and that 
is different for each person. This is done as a way of showing how seriously committed we are to the Lord.  
     If you can’t figure out something to give up for Lent, here are a few suggestions:  Give up grumbling and 
instead, “In everything give thanks.” Give up 10 to 15 minutes in bed and use that time in prayer, Bible 
study, and personal devotion. Give up looking at other people's worst points and instead concentrate on their 
best points. Give up speaking unkindly; rather, let your speech be generous and understanding. It costs so 
little to say something kind and uplifting. Give up your worries and anxieties; instead, trust God with them. 
Give up television one evening a week and visit some lonely or sick person. Give up buying anything but 
essentials for yourself; instead, give the money to God. The money you would spend on the luxuries could 
help others to come to know Jesus Christ. We are called to be stewards of God's riches, not consumers. This 
year, consider giving something up for Lent.
