However, I 
have rested in the assurance that Jesus is present with us, even in the midst of things never imagined.  I am 
convinced, now more than ever, that we must all be spiritually ready for whatever may come our way. You 
may feel comfortable and secure in your life right now, but know that all that can change in a moment’s time. 
Scripture never promises us a life of ease and no problems. I don’t know what the future holds, what you may 
have to deal with or endure, but I do know a God who is always there for us. Jesus affirms that He is present, 
no matter what life may throw at us. And if we’ll be ready, we will be able to know His presence at that time, 
rather than trying to find His presence at a time we need it. If you do not know the presence of God in your life 
right now, I pray that you will seek Him. Find God so that when you need God, He will be there for you. I  
invite you to join me this Sunday and celebrate that God IS good, all the time.
